2. Competitors must be a member of smallbore rifle club and affiliated with 
their State association (QTS/TRA).
3. WRABF international rules apply to this event.
4. Firearm Licences must be sighted by Range Officer and Range Register 
must be signed before competitors enter Range.
5. Breech flags are mandatory.
6. Firearm Scrutineering (weigh in) will commence at 7.30am each day.
7. Protests must be lodged within 15 minutes of scores being posted.
8. There will be bench rotations and detail rotations.
